OVERVIEW
I have combined all of my classes on one syllabus because they are more similar than different.  All of these classes are based on the goal of capturing our world in an artistically relevant way, with modern equipment and techniques.  Composition and controlling light are crucial to conveying meaning and are vital in each class, in both still photos, and moving images.  Projects follow a logical progression as we build understanding with guidance from the instructor.  It is very important that students be self-motivated to independently explore the content provided, however there will be opportunities to be grouped with other students for larger projects.
LEARNING OUTCOMES 

Upon Completion of this course, students will: 

       Understand technical and aesthetic differences between traditional and digital photography. 

       Make informed choices about composition when photographing/filming and editing digital images. 

       Develop understanding and knowledge of design concepts for digital media.

       Make informed choices about appropriate technologies for use in photographic or video assignments. 

       Analyze and discuss complex ideas in works of art. 

       Create original works of art of increasing complexity and skill that reflect feelings and point of view. 

       Describe the relationship involving the art maker, the process, the product and the viewer. 

       Demonstrate proper camera and digital processing techniques in production of a work of art.
